INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING OPEN BURN PERMIT APPLICATION

Applications for open burning shall be submitted in writing to the Fire Chief at least
ten (10) days before the burning is to take place.

Permits for open burning can only be issued to the property owner. The property
owner must sign application.

Applicant to describe the location of the proposed open burn. Location to include the
street address and the location of the burn on the property. A map or drawing to be
included showing the distances from buildings, lot lines, etc.

Include date(s) and times of the burn.

Specifically state the type and quantity of material to be burned.

Applicant shall state the purpose of the open burning.

Applicant shall state what type of equipment will be readily available on site to
control and extinguish the fire.

Included with the permit application is a pamphlet on the open burning rules and
regulations. Please note that for certain types of open burning, additional permit or
notification is necessary to the Ohio EPA. It is the responsibility of the applicant to
obtain the additional permit and/or make notification to the Toledo Environmental
Services Division at the number listed. In cases where an EPA permit is required, that
permit is in addition to that required by the fire department. Please note that State Law
provides for penalties of up to six months imprisonment and up to $25,000 in fines for
persons or property owners who cause or allow illegal open burning.
