LARGE ITEM: Examples-Stove, refrigerator with technician verification that Freon has been removed, washing

machine, chair; Items with a weight so great that sanitation worker cannot move it to the lift will NOT be moomﬁwa Items that

could harm the truck or sanitation worker cannot be accepted (i.e. steel posts)

. COMPOSTABLE MATERIAL: Yard waste (grass clippings, leaves, brush clippings, etc.) will not be accepted. Lucas

County's free drop-off site is at Clean Wood Recycling, 6505 W. Bancroft near McCord Road; 419-843-9663: Commercial

plated vehicles are charged a nominal fee at Clean Wood.
